BARRIE VASSALLO

Born in Newport of Welsh-Maltese parentage,
Vassallo became a schoolboy international for
Wales and an apprentice with Arsenal, signing
professional terms in May 1973. Without a first
team opportunity at Highbury, he left London in
November 1974, still only 18 years old, to sign
for Tony Waiters' Argyle for £10,000. At Home
Park he found the ever improving rising star of
Paul Mariner an almost insurmountable obstacle
and first team opportunities were very limited.
He made just a handful of appearances in the
1974-75 promotion-winning side and after little
over a dozen appearances and three goals in
total, across two seasons, he left to join
Aldershot. However he failed to make a first

team appearance for The Shots and returned

to Devon to sign for Barnstaple Town. In March 1977 he was offered the chance of a second
shot in the League when he signed for Torquay United for £3,000, and in a three-year spell
he played 46 times and scored four goals. After playing his last League game for The Gulls
in November 1978, he moved back into non-league football with Bridgend Town. Spells with
Kidderminster Harriers, Merthyr Tydfil and Gloucester City followed before injury forced him
to retire from the game. He was awarded a testimonial by Gloucester City in the 1987-88
season with an Arsenal team the visitors, attracting an impressive 3,952 crowd. After The
Gunners' visit to Meadow Park he turned up at the stadium a few days later to collect his
testimonial cheque only to be persuaded to play a first team match later that evening
because of a player shortage. This wasn't a one-off either; he later came out of retirement to
play for Newport County and Cinderford Town. After retiring fully and finally as a semi-
professional player, he had three separate spells in charge of Chepstow Town, stretching
over almost a decade. Starting in 1997, and with a spell managing Caldicot Town AFC in
between, his third and last spell with Chepstow ended in July 2006.

Caldicot Town's promotion march continued after a hard fought game against Croesyceiliog
at Jubilee Way. After picking up maximum with a 2-1 away win at West End courtesy of goals
from Dan Saunders and David Lloyd, Caldicot were looking to add to their points total and hit
the 50 point mark. The pitch although slightly uneven was firm and well and truly playable as
the clear night sky and full moon blessed the hallowed turf of Jubilee Way. All that was left
was for the two teams to entertain the good crowd of which the home support are starting to
really believe that a promotion is on the cards. Early exchanges between the two side were
frantic to say the least with neither team affording the luxury of time or space to play when in
possession of the ball. This pattern lead to lots of niggly fouls that were mostly not that
serious but with each team vocally calling for the referee to take action lead to the match
becoming something of a frustrated spectacle to watch. After surviving some early Croesy
pressure, Caldicot broke down the other end away from the club house with Jack Harvey
delivering a delightful pin point cross into the box which saw David Lloyd, scorer of two goals
in two games running on to the ball but his header was placed well off target.

Still it was promising to see the side create a chance in a half that was dominated mainly in
the midfield area. Caldicot keeper Ben Davidson then had to deal with a couple of crosses
from set pieces that caused the Caldicot defence some difficulty having not dealt with the first
ball and Croesy were unlucky not to have scored or claimed a penalty after a coming together
in the Caldicot penalty area which saw the referee take no action. After a couple of wins
under there belts more notably a good 2-1 win away at Undy last Saturday meant that
Croesy were not going to be the soft touch they had been earlier on in the season when
Caldicot won 4-0 at Woodland Road and the physicality of the match was turned up with
Caldicot Centre half Matt James twice leaving the field for treatment after clashes with the
Croesy forwards. The second incident saw James left on the floor with an expected head
injury but the referee played on much to the annoyance of Caldicot's David Lloyd who picked
up a deserved yellow for remonstrating to strongly with the official for not stopping play. Right
on the half time whistle another strong challenge saw another Croesy player escape
punishment after a late tackle in the centre of the park leaving Richard Sharratt in a heap.

Into the second half where a familiar pattern of play followed that of the first half with neither
side giving any ground in what was going to be a battle of attrition. Regular bitty fouls along
with pressure on the referee to show cards was making this game a bit of a turn off but this
would all have a bearing later on in the match that was simmering away. As the half wore
on Croesy made less and less of an impact with Ben Davidson having to do very little to keep
a clean sheet but although Caldicot were starting to gain more momentum in the Croesy half,
they were struggling to break down a more than determined Croesy defence. Now shooting
towards the Caldicot "Kop" where a good home crowd had now massed, willing the ball into
the net and showing the Croesy goal keeper very little sympathy as he continued to struggle

with his place kicking, you could feel that the time was coming soon where Caldicot would
take the lead.

With the match moving into the last quarter and with Caldicot Manager Mark Williams arriving
to the bench having travelled back late from work, Caldicot pushed for the win making some
substitutions as Mitchell Slape replaced Dan Saunders up front, Matt Trottman who returned
quicker than expected through injury replacing the industrious Dave Jenkins in the midfield
and youngster and recent signing Sam Watkins from Blackrock Rovers, came on down the
left replacing Jack Harvey who had had a solid game. Good early signs from Watkins who
showed trickery and the ability to beat his man. After enduring 80 mediocre minutes of play,
the last 10 or so would prove quite memorable. It was as if the two teams waited until the
end rather than spreadthe actionover the 90 minutes as the drama, dismissals
and goalmouth activity suddenly erupted. Although Caldicot seemed fairly in control you are
never 100% certain you will not get caught out and a fairly innocuous free kick won out on the
far left hand side for Croesy seemed as if it would not prove any danger to the home side but
it was the catalyst for things to come.

The ball was swung across and heading for the reliable hands of Ben Davidson who of late
has been in tremendous form but the keeper spilled the ball unchallenged and the ball fell to
a Croesy player who poked it goal bound until substitute Trottman made his first contribution
to the game with a handball, stopping the ball going in. Straight Red no arguments but
devastating for the home team who were fearing the worst. Up stepped Croesyceiliog top
goal scorer Zac Osbourne who had already claimed 17 goals so far this season and in his
way stood the 5ft 8 Ben Davidson who saved his last penalty a few weeks back against Dinas

Powys.

Standing still as long as possible seemed to work as Osbourne's penalty was poor, slightly to
Davidson right but still quite near the middle. The ball broke lose to the left side of the goal
where a scramble ensued followed by a big melee of players as everyone on both sides bar
the Croesy goal keeper got involved as the home supporters celebrated the penalty save with
glee. After eventually restoring order, the match official saw fit to send off Zac Osbourne to
add insult to injury for missing his spot kick. This evened things up as both sides continued
with 10 men.

Caldicot once again surged forward with Simon Crook finding space down the right but
delivering the ball in the box was proving difficult as the Croesy defence closed him down.
Eventually with only minutes remaining Crook delivered and Mitchell Slape did what all good
strikers should do when he shrugged off his marker to power a header into the bottom right
corner of the net to send the players and supporters delirious with delight as now it was
Croesy turn to realise that the game could well be lost.....and it was minutes later.
